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Analysis of Students, Teachers, Alumni and Employer feedback

Feedback on curriculum has been taken from students (NEP & Non-NEP), teachers and alumni.
It is analyzed by the feedback committee, and the feedback is discussed in the common
meetings. The feedback is used for the development of college as well as for curriculum.

Analysis of Student’s Feedback

The students are the most important stakeholders of the Higher Education system. The interest
and participation of students at all levels in both internal and external quality assurance is
playing a central role. For the academic year 2024-25 feedback from our undergraduate and post
graduate students has been collected and analyzed. Feedback on a five-point scale based on
curriculum aspects was taken. We have received a total of 345 (234 from UG and 111 from PG)
students’ feedback on the curriculum and analyzed. The report is as follows-

For Undergraduate (NEP) on an average 29.79 students in the favor of excellent, 32.53 in very
good, 30.83 in good, 6.2 in average 0.63 in below average with the current curriculum designed
by Bajaj College of Science, Wardha. For Undergraduate (Non-NEP) on average 29.99 students
in the favor of excellent, 35.19 in very good, 25.97 in good, 7.3 in average 1.52 in below average
with the current curriculum designed by Bajaj College of Science, Wardha. For Postgraduate
students on an average 35.91 students in the favor of excellent, 37.89 in very good, 23.85 in
good, 2.07 in average 0.18 in below average with the current curriculum designed by college.
